With the stronger persop Taising
the mast fron the COckpit ag breviously described, the othor POrson stargg
facing aft as Qreviously, but insteag of attempting to assist in manualjy Palling
the mast up into itg final POsition, the Person on the cabin top takeg the taij
of the headsaij] halyarg around the winch on the mast ang, using the winch only,
winds the mast to the upright Position. Once the mast has reached the Position
where the Person in the Cockpit can no longer be of any assistance, he can
quickly come around on the foredeck ang help Steady it while the mast is woung
Up with the winch the remainder of the way.

Whichever nethod of raising the mast is adopted, once the mast is in ap unright
POsition, the tail of the jip halyarg around the winch must be used Lo apply
final tension to the mast, It is important that tonsiderable strain ig applied
with the winch, although bearing in mind that the winch is, in fact, very
powerfyl .
